3rd graders participated in The Big Zoo Lesson at Potter Park Zoo for a week in the fall.  Each student chose one animal to focus on during the week.  During daily observations, they sketched specific animals and their habitats.  After the zoo visit, they created vessels and masks of their chosen animal.  They also wrote and performed interviews with their animals using their masks.

Students will create representations of their animals in multiple forms.  Students will observe and research their animal to learn more about its characteristics.

Students collaborated, cooperated, enhanced their critical thinking skills, and communicated throughout the process.

Students had two lessons on sketching animals and did additional practice in the classroom.  Each day at the zoo, they observed their animal for an hour and made detailed sketches of specific parts of their animal and its habitat.  Upon returning to school, they designed masks in the image of their animal and created vessels reflecting the animal and its habitat.
